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1. Overall Description:

CT1 would like to request clarification of the Stage-2 requirements in the following scenario:

1) MSC server, SC UE and SCC AS support the MSC server assisted mid-call feature.

2) The SC UE participates in a conference call established in the PS domain using IMS.

3) SRVCC access transfer occurs including execution of MSC server assisted mid-call feature. During SRVCC access transfer:

· The session state information including information about conference participants is provided to the MSC server; and
· SC UE and MSC server create transaction identifiers for the conference participants.

After the SRVCC access transfer, stage 3 procedures are currently only defined for the UE to add/remove participants to/from the conference call if the MSC server is enhanced for ICS and the user is an ICS user (i.e. the user has the ICS flag enabled in the HSS).
Question: In the scenario above, does Stage 2 require the UE to remove/add participants from/to the conference call after the access transfer:

a) always; or
b) subject to operator policy.
In case a), the MSC Server assisted mid-call feature can only be provided if the MSC server is enhanced for ICS and the user is an ICS user (i.e. the user has the ICS flag enabled in the HSS). The UE is aware that the conference control is preserved. In this case, the SCC AS needs to obtain the ICS flag from the HSS. 
In case b), the MSC server assisted mid-call feature can be provided regardless of whether the MSC server is enhanced for ICS and regardless of whether the user is configured as an ICS user.  The consequence is that conference control is not available after access transfer when either the MSC server is not enhanced for ICS or the user is not configured as an ICS user. The UE does not know whether the requests to remove participants would be delivered to the focus of the conference.
