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1. Overall Description:

CT1 discussed the issue related to ISR+CSFB during CT1#70, CT1#71 and CT1#72 (see attachment).
During the discussion, question was raised by some companies that whether SGSN locally de-activate ISR during MS-initiated PDP context and indicate the deactivation to SGW over S4 interface is unclear when reading stage 2 specification.  But at the same time, other companies said that there is no point to maintain ISR state even when MS deactivates PDP contexts and SGSN can be aware that via peer to peer signalling.
CT1 observation is that the root cause of this problem is that there is no description about this case in stage 2.  To progress the discussion, CT1 ask clarification question to SA2 as following:

Question: Does SGSN locally de-activate ISR and indicate the deactivation to SGW over S4 interface during MS-initiated PDP context de-activation procedure?
