	The current 24.229 unnecessarily prevents UE from setting up an IMS emergency session with audio in GPRS and EPS when:
- V-PLMN has roaming agreement with H-PLMN for the PS domain;

- UE of H-PLMN is attached to PS domain of V-PLMN and is not being able to use CS domain (e.g. due to not CS capable or because there is no CS domain coverage);
- V-PLMN PS domain supports emergency bearers;

- V-PLMN has IMS; and
- V-PLMN does not have any IMS roaming agreement with H-PLMN.
In scenario above the IMSVoPS indicator received in NAS layer indicates the IMS voice over PS is not supported (as the roaming agreement for IMS voice with H-PLMN does not exist).
In order to set up the IMS emergency session:

- the UE establishes the emergency PDN connection; (mandatory due to 23.167 annex H);

- the UE attempts to perform the IMS emergency registration (mandatory due to 23.167 annex H);
- if the IMS emergency registration fails (e.g. due to no IMS roaming agreement with H-PLMN), the UE can attempt to set up the IMS emergency session without IMS registration as described in 24.229, subclause 5.1.6.8.2 (optional due to 23.167 subclause 4.1). However, NOTEs in B.2A.0 / L.2A.0 prevent the UE from offering audio with voice codecs.
