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1. Overall Description:

CT1 would like to thank SA2 for their LS in C1-121926 (S2-121877) asking for guidance on the UE behaviour when performing PLMN discovery and selection.

CT1 would like to provide the following answers:
When a UE is triggered by ANDSF policies to connect to a WLAN access (for seamless or non-seamless WLAN offload), the UE may need to perform PLMN discovery and selection in order to construct a Decorated NAI for EAP-AKA authentication.
Question 1: Has CT1 discussed and/or specified how the UE would perform the PLMN discovery and selection in this case? Does CT1 see any issues if the UE performs such discovery and selection based on the existing I-WLAN procedures?

CT1 Answer:

CT1 has how the UE would perform the PLMN discovery and selection in this case.

It is specified in 4.2.3 sub-clause and 4.4.2 sub-clause of 3GPP TS 24.234 for Decorated NAI used for EAP-AKA authentication.
It is specified in 5.2.1 and 7.6b sub-clause of 3GPP TS 24.234 for ANDSF and I-WLAN PLMN discovery and selection.
In 3GPP TS 24.234, "Home I-WLAN Specific Identifier list" is mentioned for the PLMN discovery and selection in this case. Requirements for the presence of the "Home I-WLAN Specific Identifier list" data file are defined in OMA-DDS-DM_ConnMO_WLAN-V1_0-20081024-A referenced in the AccessNetworkInformationRef leaf of the ANDSF Management Object given 3GPP TS 24.312.
The PLMN lists stored in the USIM have the higher priority to the PLMN lists stored in ME. 
Furthermore, if the "I-WLAN HPLMN Priority Indication" is available and is set, then if the "Home I-WLAN Specific Identifier list" data file is available in the USIM, each WSID in the "Home I-WLAN Specific Identifier list" data file in the USIM (in priority order).
If neither "User Controlled WLAN Specific Identifier list", "Home I-WLAN Specific Identifier list” nor "Operator Controlled WLAN Specific Identifier list" data file is available in the USIM and the ME supports at least one of the optional "User Controlled WLAN Specific Identifier list", "Home I-WLAN Specific Identifier list" or "Operator Controlled WLAN Specific Identifier list" lists in the ME memory:

i)
if the "I-WLAN HPLMN Priority Indication" is available and is set then each WSID in the "Home WLAN Specific Identifier list" data file in the ME (in priority order);

The conclusion are as follows:

· the priority order of “Home I-WLAN Specific Identifier list" has the highest priority in PLMN lists stored in USIM.
· the priority order of “Home I-WLAN Specific Identifier list" has the highest priority in PLMN lists stored in ME.
· the priority order of the PLMN lists stored in USIM is prior to the PLMN lists stored in ME.

The conclusion is the priority order of “Home I-WLAN Specific Identifier list" has the highest priority in PLMN lists stored in USIM.

· the priority of "Home I-WLAN Specific Identifier list" and

· the priority of "User Controlled WLAN Specific Identifier list".

CT1 sees no issues if the UE performs such discovery and selection based on the existing I-WLAN procedures.
Question 2: If the UE applies I-WLAN procedures to perform the above PLMN discovery and selection, is it necessary to consider the Operator_Controlled_WLAN_Specific_identifier_List (as specified in TS 24.234)? If the UE has received a list of preferred SSIDs from the ANDSF it is not clear if the priority in this list should influence the I-WLAN procedures. For example will the UE connect to the SSID with highest priority in ANDSF MO even though this may not interwork with the PLMN with the highest priority?

CT1 Answer:
Yes. If the UE applies I-WLAN procedures to perform the above PLMN discovery and selection, It is necessary to consider the Operator_Controlled_WLAN_Specific_identifier_List (as specified in TS 24.234).
The concept "Operator Controlled WLAN Specific Identifier list" is specified in sub-clause 5.2.1 and 7.6a of 3GPP TS 24.234. And I-WLAN MO is defined in 3GPP TS 24.235.

The priority order of "Operator Controlled WLAN Specific Identifier list" of this list is specified in sub-clause 5.2.1.of 3GPP TS 24.234.
The conclusion is the priority order of "Operator Controlled WLAN Specific Identifier list" is as follows:
· Home I-WLAN Specific Identifier list
· User Controlled WLAN Specific Identifier list
Hence, if the UE has received a list of preferred SSIDs from the ANDSF, the priority in this list should be prior to the I-WLAN PLMN lists, for example, "Operator Controlled WLAN Specific Identifier list" mentioned above.
