General
This clause defines commands that a TE may use to control an IMS supporting MT.
Commands for URI support are derived from corresponding commands that do not support URIs. The derived commands are indicated by appended characters "U" in their name.
Subclause X.1 defines commands for direct dialling and phonebook dialling. These commands must be used instead of dial command D when URIs are used for addressing.

Description
+CDU><str> originates a call to the URI which corresponding alphanumeric field is <str> (if possible, all available memories should be searched for the correct entry). If the alphanumeric field is not associated with a URI nothing is being dialled.
+CDU>mem<n> originates a call to the URI in memory mem entry location <n> (available memories may be queried with Select Phonebook Storage test command +CPBS=?; mem could be e.g. ME). If the entry location is not associated with a URI nothing is being dialled.
+CDU><n> originates a call to the URI in entry location <n> (it is manufacturer specific which memory storage of MT, SIM/UICC in the currently selected card slot and TA is used; command Select Phonebook Memory Storage +CPBS setting is recommended to be used).
