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1. Overall Description:

SA5 thanks SA2 and CT1 for their consideration of charging concerns in the LS’s received in “S5-121962 LS on IMS node blocking the identity of originating party” and “S5-121957 Reply LS on IMS node blocking the identity of originating party.”

It is understood from SA2 and CT1 that there are scenarios in which the P-Asserted-Identity will not be available in the terminating IMS network due to removal in a prior IMS network. 

Question from SA2:

SA2 asks for advice on how charging is performed in case a node other than the P-CSCF performs blocking of originating identity.
As agreed in SA5#84, for Release 11, the value “Unknown” will be stored in the CDR to indicate that no P-Asserted-Identity is known at the P-CSCF. In addition, the contents of the From header can also be included in the CDR based on operator configuration. The terminating operator, at their discretion, may utilize the From header in conjunction with the “Unknown” indication for charging purposes. The IMS Charging Identifier (ICID), allowing correlation through the different IMS Nodes, will be the basis for charging reconciliation.
