This feature capability indicator, when included in a Feature-Caps header field as specified in draft-ietf-sipcore-proxy-feature [190] in a SIP INVITE request, indicates the entry point of IM CN subsystem acting as transit network has the capability of identifying the preceding network where the request is received. When used, the indicator also indicates the information of the preceding network.
