	IETF draft-ietf-ecrit-pcap-callback contains the following statement on overriding user interface configurations:
5.1. Security Threat

   The PSAP callback functionality described in this 
   document allows marked calls to bypass blacklists, 
   ignore call forwarding procedures and similar 
   features to contact emergency callers and to raise 
   their attention.  Regarding the latter aspect a 
   callback, if understood by the SIP UA would allow 
   to override user interface configurations, such as 
   vibrate-only mode, to alert the caller of the 
   incoming call.

RFC 5873 titled "Requesting Answering Modes for the Session Initiation Protocol (SIP)" is referenced from TS 24.229. This CR discusses interactions between PSAP callback functionality and Answering Modes.
It would be advantageous if UEs can answer INVITEs originated by PSAPs automatically if auto-answer indicated. If automatic answer isn't indicated then, depending on the specifics of the emergency situation, a ringing UE could alert an intruder resulting in a dangerous situation.

Call-back from a PSAP

Subclause 5.1.4.1 specifies how the UE detects that a terminating initial INVITE request is a request for a call-back from a PSAP.

If a request is a request for a call-back from a PSAP, then the UE may provide an indication to the user that the request is from a PSAP.

If the UE supports the Priv-Answer-Mode extension and it receives an initial INVITE request, and if a request is a request for a call-back from a PSAP, the request contains a Priv-Answer-Mode header field and it is set to "auto" and its answer-mode-param set to "require" (see RFC 5373 [158]), then the UE should answer the request automatically.

NOTE:
If an authorization policy guards granting the request to accept the request without waiting on user input, it can include a rule for an initial INVITE request that is a call-back from a PSAP.
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
