The venue information has the following advantages:

1) it is a more user friendly information which can provide some guidance on network discovery for users. 
2) for WLAN location, it is more proper to use Venue instead of BSSID/HESSID to represent a WLAN “hotspot” where there may have many WLAN AP on the site
