The Warning Area List IE indicates the areas where the warning message needs to be broadcast. The Warning Area List consists of a Cell ID list (see subclause 9.3.5) or a TAI list (see subclause 9.3.29) or an Emergency Area ID list; see 3GPP TS 36.413 [36].

The Emergency Area ID IE is used to indicate the area which has the emergency impact; see 3GPP TS 36.413 [36].
