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1. Overall Description:

The IETF has obsoleted the SIP Events specification, RFC 3265 with RFC 6665. RFC 6665 has a number of significant changes from RFC 3265 including the deprecation of some behaviour previously allowed in RFC 3265. However RFC 6665 maintains backward compatibility with RFC3265 endpoints and networks.

3GPP CT WG1 has agreed a new work item for 3GPP release 12, (which has to be approved at the September 2013 meeting of TSG CT) to update SIP events supporting IMS entities to RFC 6665. This includes User Equipment (UE) and Application Servers (AS). Whilst it will still be possible for RFC 3265 UEs and AS to operate with an IMS release 12 core network, release 12 compliant UEs and AS will be compliant with RFC 6665 SIP Events.
2. Actions:

ACTION: 
3GPP TSG CT WG1 asks GSMA, OMA COM, OMA CD to take the above into account when developing new IMS based specifications or when maintaining existing IMS based specifications.
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
