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	It is currently specified that for pro-active transcoding, codecs provided by the originating UEs should be selected in priority over codecs added by the AS. This aims at avoiding transcoding when a session can be established without transcoding. However, the consequence of this is that the user experience can be lower compared to what the users expect and what could have been achieved with transcoding. For example if the UEs support different HD codecs and a common SD codec, the current specification will result in using the SD codec. However, considering that both endpoints support HD voice, the operator may prefer, for such a configuration, to perform transcoding in order to preserve the HD voice service. In other words, whether it is more important to avoid transcoding or to ensure HD voice continuity is a decision to be made by the operator.

Therefore, specifying that codecs inserted by the AS should always have a lower priority is harmful.

SA2 agreed S2-123929 which relaxes the requirement of ensuring that codecs from the originating UE are selected prior to selecting a codec inserted by the network..
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	Making the order of insertion of codec by the AS depends on operator policy.

To avoid usless transcoding, the AS should keep the position of the first codecs in the list unchanged. A note explaining in which cases this strong recommandation can be broken is added

Transcoding services invocation using third-party call control
An AS may invoke transcoding at an MRFC by the use of RFC 4117 [166], if the MRFC supports acting as the transcoding server described in RFC 4117 [166].

During the call setup, an AS may decide proactively to invoke transcoding when receiving an INVITE request, or reactively when the callee rejects the call setup using a 488 (Not Acceptable Here) response. Regarding the list of codecs to be offered to the callee, the AS may add to the list of codecs received from the caller one or more codecs. When adding additional codec(s), the AS should set the preferred codecs order (i.e. the places of the added codecs in the list of the codecs codecs received from the) based on operator policy and shall keep the position of the first codec in the list, as received in the SDP offer, unchanged. The codecs added to the offer are based on local policy.To invoke transcoding using RFC 4117 [166], the AS shall act as a B2BUA between caller and callee and establish a third SIP dialogue towards the MRFC offering the codecs supported by the caller and the codecs to be offered towards the callee, and the IP address and port information received from caller, in seperate media lines. When receiving an answer from the MRFC, the AS shall forward the received selected codecs and IP address and port information in the callee´s media line(s) as an offer towards the callee. When the callee answers with selected codecs and IP address and port information, the AS shall forward this information within a new offer to the MRFC. When receiving the corresponding answer from the MRFC, the AS shall forward the address and port information within the caller´s media line(s) as an answer towards the caller.

The SIP messages relating to the dialogue between AS and MRFC are sent either via the S-CSCF over the ISC and Mr interfaces,or directly over the Mr' interface.

NOTE 1:
In most cases, it’s strongly recommended to not change the position of the first codec in the list in order to optimize the offerer’s preference satisfaction and to avoid useless transcoding. However, in certain cases, adding a codec in the first position can allow avoiding the call failure. As an example of such situation: the network receives a call destined to a mobile user and proposing only G.711 codec and the network operator does not want to use G.711 to not waste radio resources, even if the called UE supports G711. In that case, rejecting the INVITE request with a 488 (Not Acceptable Here) response indicating the supported codecs would lead the call to fail if the offerer supports no one of these codecs (e.g. the offerer is an MGCF supporting only G.711).
