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1. Introduction
This document introduces procedures regarding end of an IMS session supporting telepresence in TR 24.803.
2. Reason for Change

TR 24.803 was created at 3GPP TSG CT#58 for IMS-based telepresence stage 3. Based on the comparison with traditional IMS sessions a number of changes are necessary to support end of an IMS session supporting teleresence. This contribution proposes to specify these ending procedures in order to support IMS telepresence in the technical report.
3. Conclusions

In order to support end of an IMS session supporting telepresence changes are required to the procedures. .
4. Proposal

It is proposed to agree to the following changes to 3GPP TR 24.803 v0.2.0.

5.x
End of IMS session supporting telepresence 
5.x.1
Point to point case
An IMS point to point call has origination and termination procedures. This clause describes end of an IMS session supporting telepresence, including cancellation of a session currently being established and release of an existing session.
5.x.1.1
Origination procedures
UE A hangs up to release an existing IMS session supporting telepresence with UE B, the procedures are as follows:
1)
UE A generates a BYE request on the dialog that was established between UE A and UE B, in accordance to the procedures described in 3GPP TS 24.229[3] and RFC 3261[5]; and
2)
UE A removes the CLUE channel between UE A and UE B.
UE A hangs up to cancel an IMS session supporting telepresence currently being established between UE A and UE B, the procedures are as follows:
1)
UE A generates a CANCEL request on the dialog that was being established between UE A and UE B, in accordance to the procedures described in 3GPP TS 24.229 [3] and RFC 3261[5]; and
2)
if there is an established a CLUE channel between UE A and UE B, it shall then remove the CLUE channel.
Editor's note: The IETF is still progressing its work with respect to CLUE and finalizing the SIP based telepresence signalling mechanisms, the indepth details regarding information element on how to remove the CLUE channel is outside the scope of the present document.
5.x.1.2
Termination procedures
UE B hangs up to terminate an ongoing IMS session supporting telepresence with UE A, the procedures are as follows:
1)
UE B generates a BYE request on the dialog that was established between UE A and UE B, in accordance to the procedures described in sublcause 5.10 of 3GPP TS 23.228 [4] and RFC 3261[5]; and
2)
UE B removes the CLUE channel between UE A and UE B.
5.x.2
Conference case

 A conference participant can leave a conference through different approaches according to the subclause 5.3.1.6 and 5.3.2.6 of 3GPP TS 24.147[2], including the participant leaving an IMS conference supporting telepresence and the focus removing a conference participant from an IMS conference supporting telepresence. This clause describes leaving of an IMS session supporting telepresence. 

5.x.2.1
Conference participant
Upon leaving an IMS conference supporting telepresence, the conference participant shall:

1)
generate a BYE request on the dialog that was established when joining or creating the conference supporting telepresence, in accordance to the procedures described in subclause 5.3.1.6.1 of 3GPP TS 24.147 [2] and RFC 3261 [5]; and

2)
remove the CLUE channel between the participant and the conference focus.
5.x.2.2
Conference focus
Upon receiving the REFER request to remove a conference participant from a conference supporting telepresence, the conference focus shall:

1)
generate a BYE request on the dialog that was established when the conference participant joined or created the conference, in accordance to the procedures described in subclause 5.3.2.6.2.3 of 3GPP TS 24.147 [5]; and

2)
remove the CLUE channel between the participant and the conference focus.
Editor's note: If the conference focus is aware that a conference participant supporting CLUE has left an IMS conference supporting telepresence, it probably needs to do a new CLUE exchange with the other participants supporting CLUE in order to update the available captures.
