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1. Overall Description:

CT1 thanks SA5 for their LS on providing access network information for charging. 

CT1 has discussed the issue where the access network charging identifier in the RAR message is not received by the P-CSCF before the SIP ACK message is received, and has the following comments:

· Waiting for the reception of the RAR message, by the P-CSCF, before sending the SIP ACK message will not cause a signalling problem. Indeed, from the SIP perspective, sending of the SIP ACK message needs to occur before the expiration of a timer = 64*T1 with T1= 2 seconds for the mobile access. This means that the P-CSCF needs to send the SIP ACK message within about 2 minutes after its reception, which is largely sufficient.  

· SA2 is working on a similar issue which regards sending by the P-CSCF of the UE location received from PCRF. Therefore, CT1 believes that the two issues needs to be considered in parallel by SA2 so that a coherent solution can be designed. 
2. Actions:
To SA 2 group.

ACTION: 
CT1 kindly asks SA2 to consider the issue of sending, by the P-CSCF, of the charging related information received from the PCRF within SIP signalling in their work on sending the network provided UE location.
To SA 5 group.
