Overview

The WLCP (Wireless LAN control plane protocol) described in present document is a UE-TWAG control plane protocol used to manage PDN connection over a TWAN access.
Main functions of the WLCP are:
-
UE-initiated PDN connection establishment; and

-
UE-initiated PDN disconnection; and
-
Network-initiated release of PDN connection; and
-
Handover (from a 3GPP access) of PDN connections; and
-
IP address allocation (i.e. delivery of the IPv4 address through WLCP) as well as support of deferred IPv4 address allocation (i.e. delivery of the IPv4 address via DHCPv4);
Editor's note: It is FFS what the protocol stack of WLCP is i.e. over UDP or over L2 layer.
Editor's note: It is FFS what principles for the handling of TWAN security contexts are in the UE and in the TWAG. How the related procedure is performed depends on SA3 specification. The security related specification will be stated in sub-clause 4.4 if necessary.
