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1. Overall Description:

CT1 thanks SA5 for the incoming LS in C1-134640/S5-131804 regarding the availability of the Instance Id. SA5 asked the question:
CT1 is requested to confirm the availability of the Instance Id in all requests and responses from the served user at each of the IMS nodes listed above.

The list of nodes is: S-CSCF, E-CSCF, P-CSCF, I-CSCF, MRFC, MGCF, BGCF, AS, IBCF, TF, TRF, ATCF.
CT1 wants to inform that the Instance Id is only included by the UE during registration and when a not registered UE initiates an emergency call setup. When a UE sends an initial request, it uses the route set learnt during registration. As this route set is unique per registration the originating P-CSCF and the S-CSCF can correlate the request to the Instance Id. This information is howerver not maintained when an AS is invoked.
On the terminating side the S-CSCF forwards the requests to the terminating users using the routes learnt during registration. The Path header inserted by the P-CSCF during registration contains sufficient information copied to the Route header for the P-CSCF to determine which registration the request is received on.
An originating AS has currently no means to determine the registration as the Contact header may have been modified by an IMS ALG. The same is true for the terminating AS.
