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1. Overall Description:

In order to meet the use case of transporting transit IOI parameters to an AS from either the S-CSCF or a transit function, 3GPP CT1 is providing a mechanism. 3GPP CT1 is attempting to provide a generic mechanism that can be extended to other future use cases but in release 12 the usage will be restricted solely to the above use case. The generic mechanism is a means of providing multiple contains, each of which will contain:
· A label indicating the entity which provided the container, e.g. S-CSCF.

· A set of charging parameters as seen by the entity providing the container, e.g. transit IOI.

In order to complete the procedures, 3GPP CT1 would like SA5 input as to what procedures would meet any future use cases regarding the deletion of this information. There is presumably a requirement that the information should not reach any end user, and also that any information should be deleted before it reachs other networks for which the information is inappropriate.

3GPP CT1 sees the following possibilities.

1. At the recipient (in the use cases given the AS);
2. When the request returns to the insertion point (in the use cases given the S-CSCF);
3. When the edge of the trust domain is reached;
4. some combination of the above.
Do all future use cases encompass a single AS which would be the online charging server?

Are there future use cases where multiple containers would be present, coming from different entities, that would have different destination entities?
