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1. Issue and discussion
After the SRVCC has successfully performed, the SCC AS will send a SIP BYE request towards the UE subject to the SRVCC so as to release the source leg. However it can happen that the UE will never receive the BYE request and thus won’t response to it under the following conditions:

1)
The target RAT does not support DTM; or


2)
The target RAT supports DTM, but the UE is required not to use IMS functionality according to operator’s policy, e.g. voice over PS is deactivated due to bandwidth limitation.

In such a case, the P-CSCF will keep re-sending the BYE request to UE until the transaction timer expires, the default value of transaction timer between P-CSCF and UE is 128 seconds! It quite a waste of network resource.
In fact, the UE has not to rely on the SIP BYE request to release the local resource since the UE itself has the knowledge that the call has been transferred to CS and the original IMS session is no longer needed.

To conclude the discussion, the SIP BYE request on the source leg is wasteful and thus it should only be sent within the IM CN.
2. Proposal
To avoid fowarding the SIP BYE request to the UE, it’s proposed that:
· When sending a SIP BYE on the source leg, the SCC AS shall include in the BYE request a Reason header field with certain cause value, e.g. SIP 503
.

· Upon receiving a SIP BYE request with cause=503, the P-CSCF shall response with 200OK and not forward it to the UE.
