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1. Overall Description:

CT1 has discussed some possible solutions for Group specific NAS level congestion control (C1-152686) based on following requirement defined in TS23.401 subclause 4.3.7.4.2.5
-
MME may apply ESM congestion control to all subscribed APNs for UEs that belong to this particular group.

The majority of interested companies to GROUPE in CT1 have the understanding that Group specific NAS level congestion control has no UE impacts as stated in TS 23.401 subclause 4.3.7.4.2.5:
Group specific NAS level congestion control is performed at the MME based on the UE's subscription information provided by the HSS. There is no impact on the UE, and hence, UE's behaviour as described in clauses 4.3.7.4.2.2 and 4.3.7.4.2.3 does not change.
In order to implement the Stage 3 for GROUPE, CT1 would like to ask SA2 if the MME applies group specific ESM congestion control by rejecting EPS Session Management requests for each of the subscribed APNs or whether the MME applies group specific ESM congestion control by rejecting EPS Session Management requests with a single message for all subscribed APNs.
Note that CT1 understands that the rejecting EPS Session Management requests with a single message for all subscribed APNs implies UE impacts.
