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1. Introduction
This paper introduces a general format for specifying Editor's Notes in MCPTT technical specifications to allow for better traceability.
2. Reason for Change
For specifications under change control in CT1 we try to use the following format when specifying editor's notes:

Editor's note [WI: <work item code>, CR#<CR number>]: <text>
e.g. 
Editor's note [WI: UP6665, CR#1086]: The above document cannot be formally referenced until it is published as an RFC.
The MCPTT technical specifications are not under change control and all work in release 13 will be done under the CT-wide MCPTT work item (MCPTT-CT). 
3. Proposal

To allow the rapporteurs of the MCPTT specifications to track and assign people to work on editor's notes, it is proposed to use the following format for specifying Editor's Notes:

Editor's note [<meeting-number>, <subclause>,  #<number assigned to Editor's Note in the subclause>]: <text>
e.g.
Editor's Note [CT1#94, 6.3.2.1, #1]: Updates to SDP offer/aswer will need to be made to cover floor control queuing, priority, and implicit floor control
Thus, in the above example, the 2nd editor's note in subclause 6.3.2.1 that was created at CT1#95 would be labelled as [CT1#95, 6.3.2.1, #2].

It is proposed to use this format for specifying Editor's Notes in the following specifications:
