The current procedure does not support the case where the pre-estalished session is inactive. Moreoer, it requires to have as many “ready” pre-established session as potential calls to be setup. The proposed procedure uses resource sharing and allows to have several call sharing the same pre-established session in a simultaneous session mode.

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 24.379 V0.4.0.

10.1.1.3.1.2
Pre-arranged group call using pre-established session
Upon receipt of a "SIP INVITE request for originating participating MCPTT function" containing an "application/vnd.3gpp.mcptt-info" MIME body with the <session-type> element set to a value of "prearranged" and a request URI identifying a pre-established session serving the MCPTT user, the participating MCPTT function:shall perform the procedures specified in subclause 10.1.1.3.1.1 with the following clarifications:

1)
The SDP answer of the SIP 200 (OK) response shall be created as specified in subclause 6.3.2.1.2.2 instead of subclause 6.3.2.1.1; and
2)
The SIP 200 (OK) response shall include a Resource-Share header allowing sharing of resources with the pre-established session.
NOTE:
The available GBR bandwidth for the sessions may be modified as required as specified in subclause 8.3.
