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Introduction

When during "SC UE procedures for PS to CS access transfer, vSRVCC" the lower layers respond with "PS to CS SRVCC procedures" have been completed, no handling is specified in TS 24.237 (i.e. what to do when the video media component is not transferred to the CS Target Access Leg).
Discussion

A vSRVCC session is characterized as follows:

1.
the SIP dialog contains speech and video media components supporting a real time video session synchronized with speech as defined in 3GPP TS 22.173, which includes the codecs for speech and video as specified in 3GPP TS 26.114; and
2.
the speech media is carried over a PS bearer with QCI=1 as specified in 3GPP TS 23.203;

vSRVCC is triggered due to radio conditions. If the video media component is not transferred, should the user be presented with video that is not synchronized and whose quality is deteriorating?

Question 1: It is unclear if there is still synchronization between the PS video media and the CS speech media, after "PS to CS SRVCC procedures" have been completed. 

Question 2:It is unclear whether the (synchronized) PS video media stream is required to remain when the vSRVCC session continuity procedures only provided continuity for the speech media.

Proposal

Introduce handling for the SC UE performing vSRVCC session continuity procedures, where only the speech media component is handed over, for example: 

- SDP could be negotiated, excluding synchronization and excluding the voice media component (when Gm is retained); or
- the video media component could be dropped. I.e. SDP could be negotiated, excluding excluding the voice and video media component.

Upon agreeing that some handling ought to be introduced, BlackBerry offers to provide CRs to the next meeting.
