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1. Introduction
This pCR adds the functionality required to handle the SIP 2xx response for a MCPTT client's request to initiate and MCPTT emergency group call, including:
- handling several permutations of the responses that the MCPTT client may receive when requesting an MCPTT emergency group call and possibly an MCPTT emergency alert (e.g.., emergency group call not granted, emergency group call not granted and emergency alert granted, emergency call not granted and emergency alert not granted).

- updating the MCPTT emergency alert, MCPTT emergency group and MCPTT emergency group call states as needed based upon the response received.

2. Reason for Change
This functionality adds functionality to the client originating procedures necessary for maintaining several of the MCPTT client's emergency-related states.

Receiving a SIP 4xx response to a SIP INVITE request for an emergency group call
The MCPTT client:
1)
shall set the MCPTT emergency group call state to "MEGC 1: Emergency-gc-capable";
2)
if the MCPTT client emergency group state of the group is "MEG 3: confirm-pending" shall set the MCPTT client emergency group state of the group to "MEG 1: no-emergency";
3)
if the warning text is set to "YYY group not authorized for emergency group call, authorized for emergency alert" shall set the MCPTT emergency alert state to "MEA 3: Emergency-alert-initiated";
4)
if the warning text is set to "ZZZ not authorized for emergency group call, not authorized for emergency alert" and shall set the MCPTT emergency alert state to "MEA 1: No-alert"; and
5)
otherwise if the MCPTT emergency alert state is set to "MEA 2: Emergency-alert-confirm-pending" set the MCPTT emergency alert state to "MEA 1: No-alert".
NOTE: warning text of "WWW not authorized for emergency group call" can be returned as well but as no further processing is needed it is not included in the above procedure.
