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1. Introduction
This P-CR removes the editor's note on Temporary Group – Broadcast Group Call in subclause 6.3.1 of TS 24.381:
Editor's note: it is FFS whether a dedicated procedure is needed for support of the "Temporary group – broadcast group call" specified in 3GPP TS 23.179 v0.2.0 subclause 10.8.3.2.1 or whether this procedure is covered in the 24.379 Call Control spec.
2. Reason for Change
In TS 24.379 v.1.1.1, "Temporary Group – Broadcast Group Call" is described as:
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In the above procedure, the authorised MCPTT client initiates a call involving multiple groups. These groups could be defined solely in the primary system or solely in the partner system, or in the case above in both the primary and partner system. In the scenario above the temporary group is created on the primary server involing the group members of group id1 defined in the primary system and the group members of  group id 2 defined in the partner system. The primary MCPTT server will invite the users from Group Id 1 and send a call setup request to the partner MCPTT server for Group Id 1, and the partner MCPTT server will resolve Group Id 2 and invite the users individually.
After the call terminates, the temporary group terminates.

This procedure is different from Temporary Regrouping:

1.
In Temporary Regrouping as specified in subclauses 10.6.4.1 and 10.6.4.2 of TS 23.179, the group management client (not MCPTT client) sends a Temporary Regroup Request  to the Group Management Server, and the temporary group is stored on the GMS. However in Temporary Group – Broadcast Group Call, the request is initiated by the MCPTT client and the group is stored temporarily on the MCPTT server.

2.
When calling a Temporary Group created by Temporary Regrouping, the MCPTT client calls the Temporary Group Id and the MCPTT server interacts with the GMS to resolve the Group Id, In Temporary Group – Broadcast Group Call, the MCPTT server allocates the temporary group and only asks the GMS for the constituents of each normal group.

3.
Additionally, in the case of Temporary Regrouping, the Temporary Group is torn down by a specific command from the client. In Temporary Group – Broadcast Group Call, the temporary group has the lifetime of the call.
3. Conclusions

The only requirements on the GMS for "Temporary Group – Broadcast Group Call" are for the MCPTT server to ask the GMS to resolve one or more group ids. This is no different from resolving a group id for a normal group call. Thus there seems no need to have a special procedure in TS 24.381. It is expected that this  procedure will be handled in TS 24.379.

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 24.381 v.1.0.0.
