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1. Introduction
This paper discusses ways to document identity hiding.
2. Discussion
In TS 24.379, we defined the following SIP INVITE requests in subclause 6.3.1 for requests that need to be distinguished at the MCPTT server:

-
"SIP INVITE request for establishing a pre-established session"
-
"SIP INVITE request for originating participating MCPTT function"
-
"SIP INVITE request for terminating participating MCPTT function"
-
"SIP INVITE request for controlling MCPTT function of a private call"
-
"SIP INVITE request for controlling MCPTT function of an MCPTT group"
-
"SIP INVITE request for non-controlling MCPTT function of an MCPTT group"
The above definitions consider the cases where identity hiding is not required and thus contain MCPTT identities in SIP bodies and SIP headers (i.e. Called MCPTT ID and MCPTT Group ID).

For consideration of "identity hiding" (whatever the solution is), we have the following approaches:

1)
Define separate invite requests as in the above list suffixed with "identity hiding" and keep the non-id hiding subclauses and id-hiding subclauses separate. 
2)
Re-define the above invite requests to be generic so that we keep the MCPTT information separate to the SIP information and refer only to the SIP information in these definitions (e.g. Group Identity will be in a body and Request-URI will be a PSI) and document the id-hiding and non-id hiding functionality under the same INVITE request (e.g. the trigger for "id hiding" functionality would be the inclusion or presence of a "hiding" MIME type).
3. Proposal
It is proposed to discuss the above options or any other ways forward.
