The Naf_Authentication_ReauthNotify service operation is used by the NF consumers during the following procedure:
-	USS Initiated reauthentication (see 3GPP TS 23.256 [14], clause 5.2.4)
-	USS Initiated UUAA Revocation (see 3GPP TS 23.256 [14], clause 5.2.7)

The Naf_Authentication_ReauthNotify service operation is invoked by the USS to inform a NF Service Consumer (e.g. UAS-NF/NEF), when USS triggers reauthentication, update authorization data or revoke authorization of the UAV.
The USS shall send the reauthentication request by sending the HTTP POST method towards the Notification URI as shown in Figure 5.2.2.3.1-1.

[bookmark: _Hlk71623706]1.	The USS shall send a POST request towards the Notification URI received in the Authenticate service operation request (See clause 4.2.2.1). The request body shall contain a "ReauthNotification" object containing the reauthentication information or update authorization information or revoke authorization indication., including
When the procedure is used for reauthentication or reauthorization/update authorization information, the ReauthNotification object includes:
-	the "gpsi" attribute is set to the GPSI (in the format of External Identifier) of the given UAV required to be reauthenticated;
[bookmark: _Hlk80688384]-	the "serviceLevelId" attribute is set to the Service Level Device Identity of the UAV;
-	the "ipAddr" attribute carries the IP Address associated with the PDU session;
-	the “authSessCorrId” attribute set to the authentication session correlation id;
[bookmark: _Hlk79407374]-	the "authMsg" attribute contains the authentication message based in the authentication method used; and
-	the “notifyType” attribute is set to REAUTH for reauthentication and set to AUTHUPDATE for authorization data update.
When the procedure is used for authorization revocation, the ReauthNotification object includes:
-	the "gpsi" attribute is set to the GPSI (in the format of External Identifier) of the given UAV;
- 	the "serviceLevelId" attribute is set to the Service Level Device Identity of the UAV;
-	the "ipAddr" attribute carries the IP Address associated with the PDU session;
-	the “authSessCorrId” attribute is set to the authentication session correlation id;
-	the “revokeCause” attribute is the cause of revocation indicated by the USS; and
- 	the “notifyType” attribute is set to REVOKE.
2a.	On success, "204 No content" shall be returned without response body.
2b.	On failure or redirection, one of the HTTP status code listed in Table 5.1.5.2.3.1-3 shall be returned, the response body should contain a "ProblemDetails" object.
