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Overall description
CT1 and CT3 would like to provide the following information with regards to the work on Application Context Relocation (ACR) functionality in order to develop the stage 3 design details:

(1)
CT1 and CT3 have analysed the stage 2 work in TS 23.558 on the ACR launching procedure and the selected T-EAS declaration procedure and consider that a single API can be used for the ACR launching procedure (i.e. Eees_AppContextRelocation) triggered by the S-EAS and the selected T-EAS declaration procedure (i.e. Eees_SelectedTargetEAS). Hence, CT1 and CT3 consider that a single unified API can be defined at stage 3 level.
(2)
CT1 and CT3 have analysed the stage 2 work in TS 23.558 that defines service continuity planning, i.e. ACR is performed for a future location of the UE. TS 23.558 does not define any mechanism to resolve the issue of multiple unused application contexts and EEC contexts which are left unused in several different entities (T-EAS, T-EES). This cannot be left undefined and only depending optionally on application layer implementations. CT1 and CT3 kindly ask SA6 to indicate how stage 2 handles this case of unused application contexts and EEC contexts in order to have a stable and correct stage 2 to perform stage 3 work.

(3)
The ACR response message has all parameters optional, and an update seems required to convey the result.
(4)
For the ACR request message, the UE identifier information element is optional. How does the EES understand for which UE or which EEC is an ACR request message?
Therefore, CT1 and CT3 ask SA6 to provide their view on the above.
