The PCF may receive the Multi-modal Service ID and QoS monitoring requirement from the AF (either directly or via NEF) for multiple IP data flows associated to a multi-modal service as described in clause 5.7.3.4 of 3GPP TS 23.501 [2], the PCF shall:
-	use the Multi-modal Service ID to derive the correct PCC rules and apply QoS policies for data flows that are part of a specific multi-modal application as described in clause 4.1.4.2.1.
-	use the QoS monitoring requirement received from the AF (either directly or via NEF) to generate the authorized QoS Monitoring policy for multi-modal data flows in order to start the monitoring of the packet delay with in a certain period, as described in clause 4.2.3.25.
