3	Justification
GSMA NG workgroup has introduced a new NEST (NEtwork Slice Template) attribute "maximum number of UEs with at least one PDU session/PDN connection", in the GSMA PRD NG.116 v7.0. This attribute is an added capability to what the system currently supports, and thus it provides an operator the ability to select one option or the other (i.e. either using the existing attribute "maximum number of UEs" or using the attribute "maximum number of UEs with at least one PDU session/PDN connection" to count the number of UEs).
GSMA sends LS (see S2-2202800) to request SA2 to support the GSMA requirement (i.e. specify the above attribute in 3GPP specifications). A new WID is thus approved by 3GPP (see SP-220988) to enhance the existing NSAC procedures to support GSMA requirement.

4	Objective
The objective of this work item is to specify stage 3 aspects to support newly defined NEST attribute(s) in GSMA NG.116 v7.0, and fulfil the corresponding new requirement for network slice admission control.
For CT4, the expected work will include:
-	Update the NSAC procedures to support new NEST attribute (i.e. "Maximum number of UEs with at least one PDU session and PDN connection");
-	Update the data structure and procedures for network slice status subscription and notification to support new NEST attribute;
For CT3, the expected work will include:
· Potential updates to the NEF API to support the new NSAC requirement due to new NEST attribute.
