CT4 decided to replace references to obsoleted HTTP/2 RFCs:
· updated HTTP/2 references from RFC 7540 to RFC 9113, HTTP semantics RFCs 7230, 7231, 7232, 7235, 7694 to RFC 9110, and HTTP Caching RFC 7234 to RFC 9111;
· updated behaviour specified in accordance with the obsoleted RFCs where necessary to become compliant to the new RFCs, including deprecating the use of the stream priority in 5GC; and
· and replaced the terms "payload" and "payload body" with the term "content" in the HTTP messages (to avoid confusion with frame payloads in HTTP/2 and HTTP/3).
see TS 29.500 and the corresponding CT4 LS in C3-234018.

This specification needs to be aligned with the above changes i.e. RFC 7540 should be replaced with RFC 9113.
