SA2 Answer: The functionality may apply also to LBO PDU Sessions. The AMF subscribes with NSSF per S-NSSAI and the subscription can be triggered before the UE establishes any PDU Session.

Question 2: In the above requirement, HPLMN S-NSSAI replaced with HPLMN Alternative S-NSSAI is applicable only in case of Home routed roaming use case? Or also to LBO roaming use case?
SA2 Answer: The functionality may apply also to LBO PDU Sessions. The AMF provides mapping of an S-NSSAI to Alternative S-NSSAI to the UE during the Registration or UE Configuration Update procedure and the mapping is applied to all PDU Sessions using the S-NSSAI.

Question 3: In the above requirement, why would AMF replace HPLMN Alternative S-NSSAI in case of LBO roaming? (for example, why would congestion or unavailability of a slice in HPLMN impact an equivalent slice being used in VPLMN by an LBO roaming UE?)

SA2 Answer: For LBO PDU Session, the HPLMN Alternative S-NSSAI is used by the SMF e.g. for Network Slice Admission Control. SA2 is still discussing whether the SMF may use Alternative S-NSSAI for other purpose.

SA2 would like to thank CT3 for their LS on Clarifications related to Network Slice Replacement feature. 

Specific to the CT3 questions in C3-234473, SA2 would like to provide the following feedback:

Question 1: When the original S-NSSAI is replaced by an Alternative S-NSSAI, should both the original S-NSSAI and the Alternative S-NSSAI be provided by the SMF to the PCF (and from PCF to BSF)?

Answer: 

In case of Network Slice Replacement during PDU Session Establishment, the SMF provides both the original S-NSSAI and Alternative S-NSSAI to the PCF. In this case, the PCF registers the BSF using the original S-NSSAI since SA2 agrees that Network Slice Replacement procedure should be transparent to the Application Function
In case of Network Slice Replacement for the existing PDU Session and SMF determines that the existing PDU Session can be retained, the SMF provides the Alternative S-NSSAI to the PCF via the PCRT defined in clause 6.1.3.5 of TS 23.503 so that the PCF knows the S-NSSAI is to be replaced with the Alternative S-NSSAI. In this case, the PCF does not need to provide any information to the BSF.

Question 2: For the case where the original S-NSSAI is recovered and then the PDU session is transferred back to the original S-NSSAI, what information (if any) is expected that the SMF provides to the PCF (and from PCF to BSF)?

Answer: 

If the SMF determines that the existing PDU Session can be retained, the original S-NSSAI is provided from SMF to the PCF so that the PCF knows the PDU session is transferred back from the Alternative S-NSSAI to the original S-NSSAI. In this case, the PCF doesn’t need to provide any information to the BSF.

Question 3: In case of roaming LBO scenario, does the V-PCF need the mapping of V-PLMN S-NSSAI with H-PLMN S-NSSAI information for network slice replacement policy decision during roaming LBO scenario

Answer: In case of roaming, the AMF only reports the VPLMN S-NSSAI that requires slice replacement to the AM-PCF in VPLMN to decide the V-PLMN Alternative S-NSSAI. Therefore, the mapping of V-PLMN S-NSSAI with H-PLMN S-NSSAI is not needed for the AM-PCF in VPLMN, i.e V-PLMN S-NSSAI value and corresponding mapped HPLMN S-NSSAI value in this case.

Question to SA2:
For a UE in EPS with N26 after handover from 5GS, how does the network select an ongoing PDN connection for the delivery of a UE Policy Container towards the UE (e.g. the UE has more than one ongoing PDN connection).

SA2 Answer:
When a UE moves from 5GS to EPS, the SMF determines which PDU Sessions can be relocated to the target EPS. Amongst the ongoing PDN Connections after the transfer, based on the implementation and operator policies, any of the ongoing PDN Connection supporting URSP provisioning in EPS could be used to deliver the updated URSP rule to the UE. 

SA2 clarifies the same in the clause 5.17.8 of TS 23.501. 

SA2 has attached stage 2 CRs as detailed in the above answers.

SA2 kindly asks CT3 to take SA2 responses into account and accordingly drive the Stage 3 specifications

Question 1:
If NG-RAN provides congestion measurements based on NG-RAN implementation, do the reporting period, and periodic and event triggered reporting frequencies apply to the monitoring and exposure of congestion information?

Reply#1: 

For UPF, only event triggered based reporting applies to the monitoring and exposure of congestion information.

Question 2:
If the answer to question 1 is yes, for event triggered reporting, does it mean that the minimum and the maximum congestion reports provided by NG-RAN also need to be reported, if received within the minimum waiting time?

Reply#2: 

For event triggered reporting, only the latest congestion information received within the minimum waiting time will be reported.

Question 3:
For data rate monitoring, if the averaging window is shorter than the waiting time, does the UPF report the minimum and maximum monitored data rate or should the UPF report the average?

Reply#3: 

In SA2’s understanding, the UPF should report the averaging data rates.

Question 4:
Do the minimum and the maximum PDV measurement results also need to be reported by the PCF?

Reply#4: 

SA2 thinks that the both minimum and maximum PDV measurement results need to be reported. 

Question 5:
For the Congestion information, Data Rate and PDV, does it mean that the measurement failure also needs to be reported if no measurement result is available?

Reply#5: 

 There is no need of measurement failure for congestion information, Data Rate, and PDV. 
Question 6:
If the answer to question 5 is yes, how does the UPF detect that no Congestion or Data Rate measurement result is available?
Reply#6: 

According to Relay#5, the measurement failure doesn’t apply to congestion and Data Rate measurement.

Question 7:
Whether all TSC QoS requirements are applicable to multi-modal/XRM communications or not?

Reply#7: 

There is no such a concept of TSC QoS requirements, and would like to ask for additional detailed clarification about it.

SA2 asks CT3 to take the above information into account.

SA2 thanks CT1 for sending the LS with how to UE react if the PCF provides a Policy Section that contains only the PSI and there is no Policy Section stored in the UE with that PSI. 
And according to the CT1 reply and SA2 discussion internally, the questions raised in the LS in S2-2210170 have the following answers: 

Question 1: At the reception of UE Policy Association creation request, when no indication about the list of stored PSIs, ANDSP support, and UE OSId is received, shall the PCF interpret that the UE is triggering initial registration and the UE does not have UE Policies stored? If not, how does the PCF determine it is a different scenario? 
Answer 1: From SA2 perspective, the PCF may provide full list of PSIs to the UE and there may be a potential misalignment between the list of PSIs provisioned at the UE and those sent by the PCF, given that the UE may have removed some or all PSIs. The potential misalignment between the list of PSIs provisioned to the UE and those stored at the PCF will be resolved at the next UE registration. Hence, SA2 agrees that the case mentioned exists and had discussed a number of solutions. However, SA2 has not reached consensus to how to process the scenario. SA2 requests CT3 to discuss this topic further and resolve.
SA WG2 asks CT WG3 to take the above information into account.

Question: CT1 would like to kindly check with SA2 whether there is any issue in improving URSP signalling for recurrent events.

SA2 had discussed the issue, and would like to provide the feedbacks as follows:

· SA2 agrees that the use case is valid, i.e. a URSP rule can be valid for multiple Time Windows, or recurring Time Window(s). 

· The existing URSP rules was designed to allow only one Time Window per RSD to be provided by the PCF.

· SA2 does not consider the support of multiple Time Windows or recurring Time Window(s) a FASMO issue for Rel-18, as there are PCF implementation-based approaches to address it:

· The PCF can include multiple RSDs for the URSP rule, each with a Time Window.

· The PCF can signal to the UE and update the URSP rules with a new Time Window each time before the recurring period. 

Therefore, SA2 did not agree to introduce any enhancements in Rel-18 to the URSP validity criteria definition to optimize the support of recurring Time Window(s).  

SA2 would like to ask CT1 to take the above into account.

Whether the UPF is required (from Rel-18 onwards) to report minimal and maximum measurement result for packet delay for event-based reporting when the minimal waiting timer is over? 

SA2 Reply: No, it is not. The UPF shall send a report when the measurement result matches or exceeds the indicated Reporting threshold. Subsequent reports should not be sent by the UPF during the Minimum waiting time. The UPF shall report again a monitoring result that matches or exceeds the indicated Reporting Threshold when the Minimum waiting time is over. 

2. 
If so, should the UPF send a measurement report containing minimal delay and maximal delay if the latest packet delay measured (just before the expiry of the minimal waiting timer) is smaller than the threshold?

SA2 Reply: see reply to question 1.

3.
Whether the above requirement for the UPF is applicable also for periodic reporting? If not, what are reasons?

SA2 Reply:  Minimal waiting timer does not apply to periodic reporting. UPF is not required to report minimal and maximum measurement results for packet delay in periodic reports.

As result of the discussion initiated by the questions raised by CT4 in the LS, SA2 agreed to introduce stage 2 changes to TS 23.501 aligning the specification text with the answers provided in this response LS, see attached CR.

SA2 would like to provide the following answers to CT3 questions:

Question 1:
Whether all the NF service consumers need to check user consent to be granted for all its usage purposes before retrieving data from the ADRF/NWDAF?
When NWDAF or DCCF intends to retrieve data from ADRF (via Nadrf_DataManagement) or from another instance of NWDAF (via Nnwdaf_DataManagement), the NWDAF or DCCF needs first to check user consent from UDM to check if data retrieval from ADRF or NWDAF is allowed as per user consent, based on the purpose for NWDAF or DCCF to retrieve data, e.g. for analytics or model training. Note that checking of user consent for data collected by an NWDAF Data Consumer via DCCF is described in TS 23.288 clause 6.2.6.3.3.

It is SA2 view that the user consent at the time of initial data collection which led data to be stored in ADRF is not relevant, what matters is the user consent at the time of data retrieval from ADRF.

Question 2:
If the answer to question 1 is yes, how to handle the user consent checking when multiple consumers retrieve the same data from the ADRF/NWDAF for the same purpose or for different purposes?

See answer to question 1. In the EXAMPLE provided by CT3, if NWDAF1 still has data that was collected while user consent was provided, and then user consent is revoked (which means NWDAF2 cannot retrieve related data from ADRF), it is SA2 understanding that NWDAF1 will handle the data as per TS 33.501 requirements in Annex V clause V.4: 

“Upon notification of user consent revocation, NFs (processing the data pertaining to the revoked consent) shall halt processing and collection of the data. 

Upon notification of user consent revocation, NFs may delete, quarantine, or temporarily retain the data pertaining to the revoked user consent based on local policies and legal constraints.”
SA2 kindly asks CT3 to take the above information and attached SA2 agreed CR into account.

SA4 would like to thank CT3 for its LS response and provides the following information which it hopes is useful.

SA4 understands that CT3 is working on Release 18 Change Requests to both TS 29.517 and TS 29.591 (for event exposure via the NEF) that would achieve the desired outcome in a backwards-compatible manner while deprecating the Release 17 event collection data types in favour of new Release 18 ones. Please note that these changes require co-ordination with TS 26.512 CR0041, the latest revision of which [S4-231465] was endorsed at SA4#125. SA4 hopes to agree this Change Request at its forthcoming meeting in the form of a minor revision that does not alter the data type names referenced by TS 29.517 and TS 29.591.

SA4 accepts CT3's argument that these changes can only be applied in Release 18 under current 3GPP procedural rules. In light of this, SA4 considers the event exposure mechanism specified for 5G Media Streaming to be unfit for purpose in Release 17.

SA4's intention is that a shared data type is used for the exposure of events resulting from invocations of both AF-based and ANBR-based Network Assistance. The attached CR0041r2 to TS 26.512 [S4-231465] specifies such a data type NetworkAssistance‌InvocationEvent in clause 18.5.2, which is referenced from the NetworkAssistanceInvocationsCollection data type specified in clause 18.5.1. The type of Network Assistance event is encoded in the value of the Network‌Assistance‌Invocation‌Event.‌networkAssistanceType property, which is chosen from the enumerated type Network‌Assistance‌Type. (See clause C.6 of CR0041r2 for the YAML specification of these data types.)

Given this, SA4 does not require a new event type to be specified in TS 29.517 (or TS 29.591) to support exposure of ANBR-based downlink Network Assistance events, but thanks CT3 for the insightful question.

SA4 asks CT3 to actively co-ordinate with it on progressing the mutually dependent CRs to TS 26.512, TS 29.517 and TS 29.591 with a view to gaining approval for all three changes at SA#102 in December 2023 or SA#103 in March 2024.

ETSI ISG MEC thanks 3GPP CT3 for their efforts in providing extensibility points in the CAPIF protocol design, and for informing us about the progress. 
In our earlier communication MEC(22)000451r6 / C3-222714, we have requested 3GPP to define extensibility mechanisms to enable the following:

a) Allow ETSI ISG MEC to extend enumerations, e.g., for data formats, protocols and security mechanisms, without breaking "native" CAPIF API invokers

b) Support extension containers that would allow an "extended" CAPIF AEF to provide additional information during service API publication, persist such extension containers by CAPIF and return them as part of the discover service APIs result.

c) Provide a mechanism that allows definition of additional filtering criteria for discover service API queries.
From the information that you have kindly shared with us so far, we understand that most of these mechanisms are in place now by the CRs approved to date, with the signalling of non-3GPP security mechanisms (such as the MEC profile of OAuth, or security mechanisms for alternative protocol bindings such as message buses) as the last remaining open topic.
Based on the mechanisms defined by 3GPP, ETSI ISG MEC is currently in the process of defining a CAPIF-based profile of their Service Management interface with functionality to register (publish) and discover MEC service API information and to subscribe / notify changes to such information. The draft GS MEC011 V 3.1.9 available from the ETSI MEC Open Area contains the latest snapshot of that solution under development. ETSI ISG MEC is looking forward to receiving information about the extensibility mechanism to be applied to security methods signalling which will enable us to complete our specification.
Further, from reviewing TS 29.222 V 18.3.0 while developing our solution, ETSI ISG MEC understands from clause 8.2.4.2.2 that the “serviceAPICategory” attribute in “ServiceAPIDescription” is only applicable for CAPIF-6/6e. However, the service discovery query parameter “api-cat” defined in clause 8.1.2.2.3.1 does not have this restriction. ETSI ISG MEC would like to understand whether “api-cat” is also only applicable to CAPIF-6/6e or alternatively, which information in the data model would be used on CAPIF-1/1e to filter a discovery query by “api-cat”.

ETSI ISG MEC kindly asks 3GPP CT3 to: 

1) inform us once a CAPIF signalling extension for non-3GPP security methods is available 

2) provide guidance on the applicability of “api-cat” in CAPIF-1/1e

SA3-LI has observed that, as of Rel-18, the AKMA service (TS 33.535) is extended to support roaming. This introduces issues for the VPLMN to comply with its LI requirements, e.g. as stated in TS 33.126, R6.4 – 175. Specifically, encryption enabled by the HPLMN and provided across the VPLMN must not hinder the VPLMN to meet its LI-obligations. SA3-LI has discussed this with SA3 in a number of LSs (e.g. s3i200477, s3i230421), but SA3 has now completed the Rel-18 work without being able to find a feasible solution in support of LI. As it stands, the only remaining option in the opinion of SA3-LI is therefore to ensure that AKMA can be selectively enabled/disabled during roaming.
SA3-LI has also observed the CT3 LS C3-232563, asking SA3 about the need for AKMA service restrictions in roaming for Rel-17. SA3 has not yet responded to this, but from SA3-LI point of view, such service restriction is in any case needed at least from Rel-18 onwards. In fact, SA3 also has a requirement for this (TS 33.535, §4.6.1), but no stage 2 or stage 3 details are defined.
SA3-LI understands that the network function in charge of providing the AKMA service is the AAnF (TS 29.535). Thus, this also seems to be a natural placement for an AKMA service restriction decision, based on roaming. However, according to SA3-LI understanding, the AAnF does not have complete information to always be able to determine whether the UE is roaming or not.
Currently, a decision whether to enable the AKMA service is taken by the UDM, which instructs the AUSF whether to generate AKMA keys and transfer them to AAnF (this is done through the so called AKMA indicator, TS 29.503, Table 6.3.6.2.3-1). However, this decision appears to be based on whether AKMA is part of the subscription or not, and does not take roaming into account. A mechanism to selectively enable/disable AKMA based on roaming seems necessary to be initiated by either the UDM or the AUSF. To this end, SA3-LI has made a preliminary analysis and foresees that a simple solution could be for the AUSF to send a roaming indication to the AAnF, leaving to the AAnF to decide if the AKMA service is to be enabled or not in roaming.
Corresponding stage 2 modifications seem to apply to TS 33.535 §6.1 6, and §6.3. Regarding stage 3 details, changes would apply to AUSF (TS 29.509) and AAnF (TS 29.535). Since requests for AKMA keys in roaming are transferred via the HPLMN NEF, changes could affect also the NEF behavior for AKMA (TS 29.522, §4.4.23), e.g. if the NEF is to receive a new type of error message from the AAnF, related to roaming. (As a note, it is assumed that a policy on whether AKMA roaming is allowed or not has been provisioned to the AAnF).
Other solutions are likely possible and SA3-LI has no strong opinion on which solution is chosen.
SA3-LI seeks support from SA3 and CT3 and, if an acceptable/preferred solution can be identified, that SA3 and CT3 adds normative details to the relevant TSs from Rel-18 onwards. As requested, SA3-LI is happy to engage in further discussion to progress the work.

SA2 would like SA5 to also provide the same KPI for the Average UL/DL UE throughput between PSA-UPF and the RAN. 

SA5 answer: SA5 will be happy to define these performance measurements as per SA2’s request, and will inform SA2 once they are defined. 
b) As part of SA5 development of the per UE RAN part UL/DL packet delay and UL/DL packet delay between PSA_UPF and UE, SA2 kindly asks SA5 to include a per UE per slice per QoS level granularity.  

SA5 answer: SA5 acknowledges that SA5 has defined the above-mentioned UE level measurements at the per UE per slice per QoS level granularity. The detailed definitions can be found in the draft TS 28.558.

c) SA2 would like to request SA5 to inform SA2 whether it anticipates any system architecture level impact for the requested support of the per UE delay measurements.

SA5 answer: SA5 reuses MDT mechanisms for NG-RAN UE level measurements collection and extends the Trace mechanism for 5GC UE level measurements collection. To support signalling-based activation, and enable NWDAF to use it through interaction with the UDM, the Trace activation messages defined in 5GC needs to be extended with the specific configuration parameters for 5GC UE level measurements collection as specified in CR S5-240877 (potential CT3/CT4 impact).
