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The following mail was distributed on the CN3 mailing list March 15, 2005:

Dear delegates,

Here are some brief notes from last week's CN#27 and CT#27 plenaries from a CN3/CT3 perspective:

· All the CRs agreed at CN3#35 were approved without any changes.

· The Rx specification was approved as TS29.211 v2.1.0 (reference [8] was added, template was updated). Since there were no known outstanding issues, the plenary considered this WI as 100% complete.

· Our request for extension on network-initiated SCUDIF upgrade was accepted by the CN plenary . Note that the final contents of Rel-6 will be decided by the SA plenary.

· CN4 initiated a request for Rel-6 extension on several new Presence interfaces, including the Pp interface between the Presence Network Agent and the PDG. According to stage 2 specifications (TS 23.141) this interface is based on reusing the Wi reference point. Apparently the Pk and Pp interfaces are expected to be more or less identical so that the Presence interfaces can be aligned regardless of access network (GPRS or WLAN).  At CN3#35 we saw a proposal for Pp. However, it could not be agreed, e.g. because it was made against 29.061 rather than 29.161. I would like to ask the delegates to consider proposals for Pp at our Cancun meeting. CN4 delegates have discussed the need for a Diameter based solution for Pp in Rel-6, while the Wi interface will be upgraded in Rel-7 (Sept. 2005). I recommend that you contact your CN4 colleagues to make sure that we end up with one consistent solution.  Huawei said they will initiate an email discussion on this topic soon.

·  All the extension work must be completed within the end of April, otherwise the functionality will be moved to Rel-7.

· On Friday, there was a first meeting (CT#27) of the new TSG CT, which is the result of the merger of TSG CN and TSG T. No new work was moved to our group, except TS27.010 and TS27.901 which we inherited from T2. However, both TSs were classified as dormant, so I do not expect any real changes in the activities of our group as a result of the merger.

· The following practical arrangements were decided: 

       -  CN3 is renamed to CT3

       -  The meeting numbering will continue, i.e. our next meeting will be CT3#36

       -  WG tdoc numbering practices will continue, e.g. our next tdoc number may be  C3-050238

· At the last session of CT#27 there was a long discussion on whether the CT WGs are to be considered as old or new groups. The first two rounds of informal voting both gave a 50/50 result. The third attempt resulted in that the WGs are considered as new. This means that, at the moment, we have no chairmen, no vice-chairmen and no secretaries in the CT WGs. The CN WG chairmen  will serve as convenors for the next two meetings and there will be elections at the second meeting.

· All WGs were asked to provide updated Terms of Reference to the next plenary meeting. I would like to ask all delegates to review the existing ToR for CN3 and prepare comments for the Cancun meeting. I will schedule a ToR discussion for that meeting.
