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The following mail was distributed via the CT mailing list March 23, 2005

Dear Colleagues, 

Please find below my summary of the CN related hilites from the CN#27 and SA#27 plenaries.  By agreement with Hannu, I will report the status this final time.  Hannu has already reported the election results from CT and the implications of the decision that the WGs are new, so I will not report those particular issues.
Many of the outstanding issues from previously granted exceptions have now been completed including: 
 - Flow Based Charging (Rx interface completed) 
 - IMS Phase 2 (Conferencing, Messaging, IMS) Note: conferencing scope reduced but still many outstanding IETF dependencies however CT1 part done.
 - OSA 3 (Stage 2 completed and old stage 2 rescinded) 
 - Presence (IETF Dependencies, Pk interface) Note: still many outstanding IETF dependencies but CT1 work completed 
 - TEI (Domain Specific Access Class Barring completed) 
 - WLAN Interworking (Mechanism for manual PLMN selection completed) 

However several new issues cropped up which resulted in requesting 9 Rel 6 exemptions: 

 NP-050042 - Completion of GUP 
 NP-050046 - Completion of Mn profile work 
 NP-050087 - Complete redial solution for voice video switching 
 NP-050089 - Extension for IMS2 to deal with SIP-ALG issues 
 NP-050104 - Network Initiated SCUDIF upgrade 
 NP-050124 - ROHC in MBMS 
 NP-050138 - Inclusion of Handover for Conversational Services in A/Gb mode via the PS Domain 
 NP-050143 - Support of Pp,Pr,Wx and authorization information update procedure in Wa,Wm reference points 
 NP-050144 - IMS support in I-WLAN 

CN approved these exemption requests and SA granted the Rel 6 extension for all 9 exemptions.  Although the exemptions are granted until CT#28, by agreement in CN, all WGs must complete all CRs for the delayed functionality by the end of April or the functionality will be moved to Rel 7. 
There was some controversy over the inclusion of PS handover in Rel 6 due to a mismatch with the GERAN schedule.  It was clarified that GERAN intends to include PS handover as part of Rel 6, but will delay conversational services until Rel 7. 
SA also granted an exemption for MBMS trace.  
SA requested that RAN2 develop CRs to align with CN1/SA3 solution for reauthentication and keyset change for Rel 5 and onwards.
The SA1 CR requiring Rel 6 support for all PS services over WLAN (22.234 R13) was sent back to SA1 for rework.  The Rel 7 variant of the CR was approved.
The SA WID for OSA Rel 7 was renamed to OSA service brokering and approved.  However the SA1 CR to add this functionality to 22.217 was sent back to SA1 for clarification.  This indicates that there is clearly an intention within 3GPP of providing the functionality.  Although only one company objected to the CR, it was not felt urgent to approve it at this meeting as it is a Rel 7 item so further clarification was requested.
There was considerable progress at this CN plenary with: 

 4 specifications put under change control 
 1 WIDs was updated 
 2 New WIDs were approved 

The list of approved specifications and WIDs can be found in Annex A of the CN report. 

Hannu has reported the CT election results.  In SA I was elected chair, Ms. Yuhong Huang (CCSA) and Mr. Armin Toepfer (ETSI) were elected vice-chairs.  The election for the 3rd vice-chair position was a draw so the issue will be referred to the April PCG meeting.
This is my penultimate act as CN chair (the last is when I report CN status to the PCG in April).  I wish to take a final time to thank the delegates, officers, and MCC within CN.  It has been a privilege to work with this fine group.
Activities by WG: 

The following are the actions requested by the CN, CT and SA plenaries for the CT WGs.  Note that the supporting companies are still required to introduce the appropriate contributions into the WGs to ensure that the actions occur.
CT1: 

Complete work in outstanding exception requests by the end of April.  A complete package of CRs should be brought in. 

Additional companies are required if the WID "IMS Application - Missing Features" is to be approved.  Also, the issue of OMA overlap needs to be addressed in the WID.
The RAN ITU-R Ad-Hoc will provide some proposed text on IP services to be reviewed.  Comments should be sent to the RAN ITU-R ad-hoc.
Agree on a CT1 ToR for presentation to CT#28. 

CT3: 

Complete work in outstanding exception requests by the end of April.  A complete package of CRs should be brought in. 

Complete work on MBMS trace. 

The RAN ITU-R Ad-Hoc will provide some proposed text on IP services to be reviewed.  Comments should be sent to the RAN ITU-R ad-hoc.
Agree on a CT3 ToR for presentation to CT#28. 

CT4: 

Complete work in outstanding exception requests by the end of April.  A complete package of CRs should be brought in. 

The RAN ITU-R Ad-Hoc will provide some proposed text on IP services to be reviewed.  Comments should be sent to the RAN ITU-R ad-hoc.
Agree on a CT4 ToR for presentation to CT#28. 

CT5: 

Develop a CT5 building block WID or WIDs to address service brokering and possibly other Rel 7 functionality. 

Agree on a CT5 ToR for presentation to CT#28. 
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
