Dear delegates,

Some brief notes from the CT#32 plenary:

· All CRs and WIDs from CT3 were approved without changes. The only exception is C3-060236 (re. Wi interface Rel-6) where minor editorial changes were needed. Approved version in CP-060348.

· Editor's notes must be avoided in (and removed from) frozen releases (see separate mail from CT chairman)

· CT believes that 3GPP should take over the responsibility for stage 3 of  the IMS supplementary services defined by TISPAN. If agreed, this will have an impact on TS29.163. See related incoming LS cc-ed to CT3 (CP-060364).
· Registration of code points by external bodies, e.g. MIME types registered with IANA, shall, whenever possible, be made by the 3GPP Support Team rather than being performed by an individual delegate.  Since 3GPP is not a legally constituted entity, the Support Team shall register such code points in the name of one of the Organizational Partners on behalf of all the Organizational Partners of 3GPP.

· It has been agreed to close GSM Phase 2 and GSM Phase 2+ specifications, implying that no maintenance of any sort will be performed on those releases.

· There will still be 4 plenary meetings per year. The plenary dates were fine-tuned so that it is possible to have an additional WG meeting during the spring and autumn plenary intervals, if necessary.
