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1. Overall Description:
TS 23.203 states in Clause A.1.3.4:

Irrespective of where bearer binding is handled (PCRF/GGSN), the authorized bitrate of a non-GBR PDP context shall be based on an operator defined MBR value.

When the bearer binding is handled by the GGSN:

-
The GGSN may determine the MBR for a PDP context with a specific QCI from a policy that is pre-provisioned in the GGSN;

-
The PCRF should provision an MBR for a QCI prior to, or in connection with, activation of the first PCC rule with the same QCI;

-
The PCRF may change the MBR for a QCI at any time, e.g. using the IP‑CAN Session Modification; PCRF initiated procedure.

NOTE:
The PCRF provided MBR per QCI takes precedence over a pre-provisioned GGSN policy.

CT3 has discussed proposed procedures to implement these stage 2 requirements.
CT3 would like to ask SA2 for guidance on the following related questions:
1. Is the PCRF allowed to provision an MBR also for QCIs associated with GBR bearers?
2. Is the PCRF also allowed to provision a GBR for a QCI?
3. What is the relationship between the MBRs of  PCC rules bound to a PDP context of a given QCI and the MBR for this QCI? Which MBR value is applicable for a PDP context with this QCI?

4. What is the relationship between the GBRs of  PCC rules bound to a PDP context of a given QCI and the GBR for this QCI? Which GBR value is applicable for a PDP context with this QCI?

5. Is the PCRF allowed to provision MBR and/or GBR per QCI also for other IP-CAN types than GPRS?
6. Is the PCRF also allowed to provision GBR and/or MBR per QCI during an ongoing Gx session?
7. Is the provisioning of GBR and/or MBR per QCI also a request for a resource reservation?

8. Are these procedures required for Rel-7?
