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1. Introduction
This pseudo-CR proposes to include both the operations on predefined PCC Rules over S9 interface and the possibility to authorize the request by the V-PCRF before activation on the PCEF. 
2. Reason for Change
There is a lack of definition of the cases when an H-PCRF’s operation on a predefined PCC Rule in the VPLMN’s PCEF is performed over S9.
Since the H-PCRF controls the subscription, the possibility to activate and deactivate pre-defined PCC Rules over S9 is under H-PCRF control, with the additional possibility for the V-PCRF to validate the request according to roaming agreements.
It is already agreed in TS 29.215 clause 4.4.1 that:

    
PCC rules Preconfigured in the PCEF. Predefined PCC rules can be activated or deactivated by the H-PCRF at any time via the V-PCRF using S9 interface. Predefined PCC rules may be grouped allowing the H-PCRF to dynamically activate a set of PCC rules in the PCEF via the V-PCRF using S9 interface.

It’s then needed to specify how then V-PCRF behaves on this scenario. The V-PCRF validates that the H-PCRF is allowed to perform operations on that PCC Rule based on roaming agreements.

3. Conclusions

Clause 4.4.3 is updated including a clarification on how the operations on predefined PCC Rules are performed for the Home Routed case..
4. Proposal

It is proposed to agree the following changes:

4.4.3
Operations on PCC Rules 
PCC Rules operations are defined in 3GPP TS 29.212 [3]. This clause clarifies how those operations are implemented on the S9 interface.
For dynamic PCC rules, the V-PCRF validates the QoS parameters requested for the service identifier within the PCC Rules, before accepting the installation or modification of PCC Rules. If the QoS validation fails the V-PCRF rejects the installation or modification of the PCC Rule. 

For the Visited Access case, the H-PCRF may activate predefined PCC rules in the V-PLMN’s PCEF. In that case, the V-PCRF shall validate, based on roaming agreements, that the H-PCRF is allowed to perform a particular operation on a particular PCC Rule.
