Background
The TS 29.213 specifies in Table 6.3.2 how the PCRF may derive the ARP priority level from other parameters. For all cases there is a possibility to have a specific algorithm for the particular case. One parameter is the Rx reservation priority (Reservation-Priority AVP).

Although the PCRF is free to calculate the ARP priority level according to any PCRF configuration, the value range Rx reservation priority parameter is limited to 7 distinct values, ETSI TS 183 017:

7.3.9 Reservation-priority AVP

The Reservation-Priority AVP (AVP code 458) is of type Enumerated. The following values are specified:

DEFAULT (0): This is the lowest level of priority. If no Reservation-Priority AVP is specified in the AA-Request, this

is the priority associated with the reservation.

PRIORITY-ONE (1)

PRIORITY-TWO (2)

PRIORITY-THREE (3)

PRIORITY-FOUR (4)

PRIORITY-FIVE (5)

PRIORITY-SIX (6)

PRIORITY-SEVEN (7)

In order to allow the Rx client (AF) to express the reservation priority with the same granularity as specified for the ARP priority level, the value range of the Reservation-Priority AVP should be extended to the same range as specified in TS 29.212, clause 5.3.45, for the Priority-Level AVP:

Values 1 to 15 are defined, with value 1 as the highest level of priority.

Proposal

It is proposed to send an LS to ETSI TISPAN WG3 (draft in C3-090494) with a request to extend the value range for the Reservation-Priority AVP to include 8 additional values.
