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1. Overall Description:

During SA2 #69 Meeting, alignment of TFT and PCC packet filters issue has been discussed and the corresponding CRs S2-088022 and S2‑088220 were approved which were separately changed for Rel-7 and Rel-8 TS 23.203.
As a result of the agreed CR, the Type of Service/Traffic Class, IPSec SPI, and IPv6 Flow Label information can be included within the SDF filter for R8 but only Type of Service/Traffic Class information can be included within the SDF filter for the R7. This inconsistency causes problems when CT3 aligns with the SA2 requirement for R7. If the new R7 requirement on SDF filter is implemented, then: 
· This causes the inconsistency of SDF filter information between Rel-7 and Rel-8 (i.e. for Rel-7, only the Type of Service/Traffic Class can be included, but not the IPSec SPI and IPv6 Flow Label); 
· This causes functionality inconsistency with Rel-7 TS 23.060 as IPSec SPI and IPv4 Flow Label information may also be provided within R7 TFT.
2. Actions:

ACTION: 
(1) CT3 kindly asks SA2 to clarify the reason why the modification to R7 TS 23.203 is different from R8 for the alignment of TFT and PCC packet filters;

(2) For R7, CT3 kindly asks SA2 to provide guidance on which specification (i.e. Rel-7 TS 23.060 or Rel-7 TS 23.203) CT3 shall be aligned for TFT and PCC packet filters.
