	 Subclause 7.3.3.1.2.2 of present TS 29.163 only defines one value (10, COT to be expected) for Continuity Indicator, but for normal BICC precedure another  value(00 no COT to be expected) is  also needed. 
ITU-T Q.1902.4（subclause 7.2.1.2.1 e）) has stated that: “The Continuity Indicator is set to "no COT to be expected" if the incoming bearer is established, or may be set to "COT to be expected" if the incoming bearer is not established yet”.

And 3GPP TS 23.205 also conforms to this principle. 
ITU-T Q.1912.5 (interworking between Session Initiation Protocol (SIP) and Bearer Independent Call Control Protocol or ISDN User Part)also defines two values (00 and 10) for Continuity Indicator in the corresponding subclause.
Based on the present TS 29.163, the Continuity Indicator of the IAM message, which is sent out to CS network by the I-MGCF,is always set to “COT to be expected”, even though the received SDP does not contain any precondition information or indicates that all the preconditions have been met. But the procedure for sending of COT is described as below: 
 When the requested preconditions in the IMS (if any) have been met, any SDP “inactive” attribute applied to media in the initial INVITE request has been cleared with a subsequent SDP offer, and the IAM has already been sent, then the Continuity message shall be sent indicating "continuity check successful"
Based on this precedure, no COT message will be sent by the I-MGCF since no new SDP offer will be received from the SIP side.Then the Serving Node succeeding to the I-MGCF will release the session when the related timer(i.e T8) expires.
So, the value”00, no COT to be expected” for Continuity Indicator needs to be added in the subclause 7.3.3.1.2.2 of TS 29.163.
