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Distributed via the CT3 mailing list 21 Sept., 2009:
· All input docs approved unchanged with a couple of exceptions as indicated below:

· As seen on the CT3 mailing list our agreed CR in C3-090577 was revised to C3-090631 and approved. However, the IANA registration of the related MIME type was postponed till the next plenary. Companies who want to propose any changes, should therefore prepare CRs to the upcoming CT3 meeting (ref C3-090853 postponed out of our CT3 meeting in Seville).

· The WID on PCC Enhancements was approved after the WI was changed from a Building Block to a Feature and the ME impact was set to "Don't know". No change in the technical scope. Approved version in CP-090744 (attached).
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· CAT_SS and PRIOR-MM: No companies indicated that they intend to progress the work in Rel-8. Hence, the degree of completion in CT3 will be set to 100% for Rel-8. The work may be completed in Rel 9 ( or, possibly,  by corrective CRs to Rel-8). At the moment, I am not aware of any approved Rel-8 CRs in CT3 that would need to be un-done, but this should be double-checked.

· A joint IETF/3GPP meeting on IPv6 migration is proposed to take place in San Fransico, March 1-2. Interested delegates will find more information in CP-090735.

Additional notes:
· There was a question whether the CT3 work on both Rel-8 and Rel-9 would have progressed quicker if we had not cancelled the extra meeting in June. The CT3 Chairman's answer was that no contributions have been postponed due to lack of meeting time, and we cannot progress without input documents. However, we should be very cautious when considering to cancel meetings in the future.

· Status of Rel 9 and Rel-10 (as agreed by SA plenary):

· Target date for Rel-9 completion:    December 2009.  I.e. we may have to prepare exception sheets at our November meeting.

· Target date for Rel-10 completion:  March 2011.
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
