Spending Limit Report

The purpose of the spending limit report (SLR) is to pass the current policy counter status information from OCS to PCRF, enabling PCRF to take this information into account for policy decision.

An SLR consists of:

-
the policy counter identifier;

-
the current policy counter status;

The policy counter identifier uniquely identifies the policy counter. The applicable set of policy counters is specific to each subscriber. The policy counter status is a label providing information on the policy counter for the subscriber. 

The policy counter identifier and the value range for the corresponding policy counter status are shared configuration between PCRF and OCS.

The value of the policy counter value is not included in the SLR.
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
