CT3 thanks SA2 for the LS on device triggering identification.

SA2 indicates they are discussing the possibility of allowing the SCS to indicate a Triggering Application over Tsp.
The topic was discussed and CT3 would like to give the following specific answer to the question raised by SA2:
Q: Whether using another identifier than SMS Application port or using a range of application ports to enable identification of an SMS being a trigger causes any problem?

A:  The Tsp protocol explicitly identifies a trigger message. It is not affected by using a range of application ports or another identifier as trigger identifier in SMS.

CT3 considers it feasible to introduce an Application Port Number to be sent over the Tsp interface from the SCS to the MTC-IWF to indicate which device triggering application port to be used for a specific device trigger request. 
It would require updates to the Tsp interface.
