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This was a very easy plenary from CT3 point of view, all our CRs were approved without any changes. Some specific comments: 
1. The CT3 WID on “Technical Aspects on Roaming End to End scenarios with VoLTE IMS and other networks” was approved with the following changes (approved version in CP-130581):

· Adding TR number (29.949)

· Adding TR title: “Roaming End to End scenarios with VoLTE IMS and other networks”  (Note that CT3 may change  this title if there is a better proposal).
· Adding Unique id (610010)

2. The CT4 WID on “Support of RTP transport multiplexing (signalling) in IMS” was approved, but there was a comment that the potential impact on PCC may be quite significant. This needs to be further studied and clarified by CT3. Quote from the (draft) plenary meeting report: Based on the outcome of discussion in next CT3 meeting WID shall be updated.
3. Reply LS on End-to-end QoS handling of MTSI
This is the reply LS from CT4 for the new requirements being raised by SA4 on End-to-end QoS handling of MTSI, Quote from the plenary meeting report: 

“It was reported that during the last SA4 conference call on the topic it had been agreed to add a TR phase to the SA4 WID as suggested by CT4.

Alcatel-Lucent, Huawei, NSN requested CT Chairman to report SA Plenary that CT WGs expect SA4 to consult them on the impacts of the mechanisms SA4 is studying before normative work is started to avoid solution overlapping”
4. MCC presented several proposed updates to the TS/TR drafting rules, 29.801, in CP-130566. These changes has been final approved by SA plenary, and should be carefully studied by all delegates:

· Use of colours and other text decorations (CR0035):
· Text decoration 
· It is permissible to use italic and/or bold font for the purposes described in clause H.6.
· The use of underlining shall be restricted to the special case where a TS or TR cites text from an external source but makes changes to it; those changes are marked by underlining of newly inserted text and strikeout of text to be deleted. See annex J.3.Underlining shall not be used in any other circumstances due to the risk of confusion with revision marks.

· Coloured text shall not be used in TSs and TRs. The text colour shall be left as "automatic" which is normally rendered as black (but may vary depending on the user's setup).
· Other text decoration such as highlighting, blinking, shadow, embossed, etc shall not be used.

· Colours within figures 
· It is acceptable to use colours for both graphic elements and text within figures,
· Use of new Word file formats, docx (CR0036):
·  It is recommended that Change Requests be saved in Word-2000 compatible format (.doc) to avoid incompatibilities, eg with equations, which might occur from the conversion to and from .docx format.
