Interconnection requirements

The following requirements shall apply for determination of Inter-IMS Network to Network Interface (II-NNI) traversal scenario:

a)
the solution shall provide an information on what II-NNI traversal scenario type the SIP request is part of; and

b)
an indication of the II-NNI traversal scenario type shall be available in dialog creating SIP requests and stand-alone SIP requests.

Inter operator agreement to support a particular the II-NNI traversal scenario type and the indication of the II-NNI traversal scenario type can be used to determine:


a)
if the screening of SIP signalling shall be applied;

b)
if the transcoding control shall be applied; and

c)
the media anchoring point.

The indication of the II-NNI traversal scenario type may be used to:

a)
identify interoperability related errors;

b)
reject communication if no corresponding interoperability agreement with a peer operator exist; and

c)
collect new statistics.
