	According to TS 23.401, the APN-AMBR is always included as part of the PDN connection establishment procedure over S5/S8. According to TS 23.060, this information is always available as part of the Activate PDP context request over Gn/Gp from Rel-9 onwards. 
TS 23.203 also indicates in the corresponding annexes for GPRS and 3GPP-EPS that the APN-AMBR is provided over Gx as part of the IP-CAN session establishment response.

Based on the above, the corresponding annexes in TS 29.212 are updated to make this information always available in these procedures.

The conditional APN policy info however is optional and provided only when relevant policies apply.

On the other hand, the unconditional APN policy info, when provided, applies not only to the current RAT-type/IP-CAN type but to all accesses for which not condition applies.
