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1. Overall Description:

SA4 thanks CT1 for their LS C1-141546, in which CT1 asked the following questions.

(1) To CT3 and SA4 groups

CT1 asks CT3 and SA4 groups to clearly specify that when media level bandwidth attribute is modified, similar change is also reflected in the session level bandwidth attribute.

(2) To CT3 group

CT1 asks CT3 to also consider the codecs that are not documented in 3GPP TS 26.114.

For question (1),
In clause 6.2.5.1 of TS 26.114, it is stated that “The SDP shall include bandwidth information for each media stream and also for the session in total. The bandwidth information for each media stream and for the session is defined by the Application Specific (AS) bandwidth modifier as defined in RFC 4566.”
CT3 clearly states in C3-140354 “When the IMS ALG performs IP version interworking and passes an SDP offer or answer, it should adjust any SDP b=AS bandwidth modifiers contained in the SDP.”
Therefore current specifications of SA4 and CT3 clearly specify that b=AS is modified in both media and session levels by ALG.
