4.4.2
Traffic Steering Policy Provisioning over REST-St

When the PCRF determines the traffic steering control information needed for the IP-CAN session; the PCRF shall open an RESTful St session using an HTTP POST message that address the resource responsible for resource creation. The AF shall provide the full IP address of the UE using UEIP element and/or UEIPv6 element, and one or more sets of traffic steering control information within ADCInstall group(s) to the TSSF.
The PCRF may modify or remove traffic steering control information at any time (e.g. due to subscription change or network status change) by sending an HTTP PUT message to TSSF including the St session ID as an URL address,  the ADCInstall gourp(s) with the updated  traffic steering control information and ADCRemove group(s) with the removed traffic control information in the HTTP body.
When the PCRF remove all of the traffic steering control information, the PCRF shall send an HTTP DELETE message including the St Session ID as an URL address to the TSSF.
