Protocol support

The Diameter Base Protocol as specified in IETF RFC 3588 [3] shall apply except as modified by the defined support of the methods and the defined support of the commands and AVPs, result and error codes as specified in this specification. Unless otherwise specified, the procedures specified in IETF RFC 3588 [3] (including error handling and unrecognised information handling) shall be used unmodified.  
The Nt application is defined as vendor specific Diameter application, where the vendor is 3GPP and the Application-ID for the Nt Application in the present release is 16777348. The vendor identifier assigned by IANA to 3GPP (http://www.iana.org/assignments/enterprise-numbers) is 10415.
With regard to the Diameter protocol defined over the Nt interface, the PCRF acts as a Diameter server, in the sense that it is the network element that handles background data transfer request. The SCEF acts as the Diameter client, in the sense that is the network element requesting background data transfer.
