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1. Overall Description:

3GPP TSG CT WG3 would like to thank ITU-T SG11 for the information about the ongoing work in ITU-T SG11 to update the existing Recommendation ITU-T Q.1912.5 “Interworking between Session Initiation Protocol (SIP) and Bearer Independent Call Control protocol or ISDN User Part”, and would like to provide the following related comments:
1. Q.1912.5 still contains profile A that was originally developed to address 3GPP specific requirements. However, 3GPP TSG CT WG3 has developed an own specification, 3GPP TS 29.163 (available as ftp.3gpp.org/specs/latest), to provide related interworking procedures. 3GPP has continuously improved 3GPP TS 29.163 over the past years (while Q.1912.5 was not maintained) and will continue to do so, in particular to address new requirements from coming 3GPP releases. 3GPP TSG CT WG3 thus regards profile A of Q.1912.5 as obsolete and recommends that it is removed.
2. Annex J of Q.1912.5 claims to define the PSTN XML schema that is registered at IANA as "application/vnd.etsi.pstn+xml" MIME type. In fact, this PSTN XML scheme is defined in Annex F of 3GPP TS 29.163, as also reflected in the related IANA registration. Should 3GPP and/or ITU-T update the definition of this PSTN XML scheme as any point of the future, incompatible implementations might result. 3GPP TSG CT WG3 thus asks ITU-T SG11 to kindly remove the unauthorized replication of the PSTN XML scheme definition from Q.1912.5, potentially replacing it with a reference to 3GPP TS 29.163.
