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1. Overall Description:

CT3 thanks GSMA NG RILTE for their incoming LS (C3-162149/ RILTE#53 Doc 114) on "MGCF forking issue" and would like to provide the following comments.
In the LS, GSMA NG RILTE indicated that a call setup from 3G to LTE may not handle network ringback tones and announcements correctly in case of forking to multiple terminals, and that a cause of problem might be the current MGCF requirements specified in section 9.2.3.4.2 of 3GPP TS 29.163.

CT3 has discussed a scenario which GSMA NG RILTE described in their LS. CT3 confirms that the current MGCF requirements in section 9.2.3.4.2 of 3GPP TS 29.163 do not specify the requirements related to the early media handling when forking occurs, thus as indicated in the LS, the MGCF might prevent a ringtone or an announcement to the originating user during the call setup, which may therefore hang up the call.
CT3 would like to inform GSMA NG RILTE group that, to overcome this problem, CT3 has added new requirements on the MGCF related to the early media handling when forking occurs. Please find the details in the agreed CT3 CR (C3-162175), attached for your information.
